Pilot-testing is a key element in the successful integration of low pressure microfiltration (MF) and 
ultrafiltration (UF) membrane into both existing water treatment facilities and new water treatment 
plants.  An on-site pilot study is a critical part of the selection process for the determination of 
the most suitable membranes, verify preliminary design parameters and also familiarize the 
operational staff of a community with this technology.  The Illinois EPA requires a minimum of 
twelve (12) months of continuous piloting prior to permitting along with other specific pilot testing 
documentation.  A pilot study should include all major aspects of the full-scale design using 
membrane modules that are identical to those considered eventually to be part of the full-scale 
operations.
