Provides that the affairs of the district shall be managed by a board of commissioners consisting of 3 commissioners. Sets forth the terms of the commissioners. Sets forth the powers of the district, including the power to issue revenue bonds, the power to impose a retailers' occupation tax within the territory of the district, and the power of eminent domain. Amends the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act. Provides that two or more county flood prevention districts may enter into an intergovernmental agreement. Amends the Illinois Governmental Ethics Act. Provides that members of the board of commissioners of any flood prevention district are required to file a statement of economic interests. Effective immediately.

Senate Committee Amendment No. 2

Provides that a flood protection district may be designated in the counties of Monroe, Madison, and St. Clair. Makes changes to a Section concerning a retailers' occupation tax imposed by a flood prevention district. Amends the Illinois Drainage Code and the Metro-East Sanitary District Act of 1974. Provides that, if the territory of a drainage district, levee district, or sanitary district overlaps with the territory of a flood prevention district, the drainage district, levee district, or sanitary district shall operate under the direction of the board of commissioners of the flood prevention district with respect to the repair, construction, or reconstruction of levees. Makes other changes. Effective immediately.

Senate Floor Amendment No. 3
     Provides that at least one commissioner of a flood protection district shall reside or own property that is located within a floodplain situated in the territory of the flood protection district. Further amends the Illinois Drainage Code. Provides that flood prevention districts, and overlapping drainage, levee, and sanitary districts, must operate at the direction of the county board. Authorizes a flood prevention district, at the direction of the county board, to utilize property controlled by a drainage, levee, or sanitary district. Provides that drainage, levee, and sanitary districts are not precluded from the normal operation and maintenance of their levees if it does not interfere with the work of the flood prevention district. Makes other changes.

Removes community antenna television systems from certain requirements concerning nonemergency excavation or demolition, emergency excavation or demolition, and certain records of notice. Adds certain requirements concerning nonemergency excavation or demolition. Contains provisions concerning the use of a joint meet. Contains provisions concerning a design stage request. Contains provisions concerning the requirements after contact is made between the facility owner or operator and the designer. Contains provisions concerning requests of drawings of the job site by the owner or operator. Adds language (1) providing that excavation shall cease in the area of the damage when the damaged facility is a threat to life or property or if otherwise required by law and (2) prohibiting the excavator from engaging in specified activities. Provides that every person that fails to provide notice and willfully fails to comply with other provisions of the Act shall be subject to specified penalties. Contains provisions concerning penalties for owners and operators of underground utility facilities. Makes other changes.

Senate Floor Amendment No. 1
     Deletes everything after the enacting clause. Reinserts the contents of the introduced bill with the following changes. Provides that "person" means an individual, firm, joint venture, partnership, corporation, association, municipality or other governmental unit, department or agency, utility cooperative, or joint stock association, and includes any trustee, receiver, or assignee or employee or agent (rather than assignee or personal representative) thereof. Removes references to "CATS facilities". Provides that, at a minimum, notice required under specified provisions shall provide: (1) the person's name, address and phone number at which a person can be reached, and fax number, if available; (2) the start date and time if the planned excavation or demolition; (3) all counties, cities, or townships, or any combination thereof, where the proposed excavation shall take place; (4) the address at which the excavation or demolition shall take place; (5) the type and extent of the work involved; and (6) the section or quarter sections when the information in specified provisions does not allow the State-Wide One-Call Notice System to determine the appropriate excavation or demolition site. Provides that specified provisions do not apply to residential property owners. Provides that beginning January 1, 2009 (instead of not specifying a date), persons desiring to utilize the design stage request process are required to complete and submit the "Design Stage Registration Form & Confidentiality Agreement" through the State-Wide One-Call Notice System prior to initiating a design stage request. Provides that after contact is made with the owner or operator by the designer, the owner or operator shall respond in one of the 3 specified ways within 15 working days, excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and State-Wide One-Call Notification System holidays (rather than excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays). Provides that upon notice by the person engaged in emergency excavation or demolition, the owner or operator of an underground utility facility in or near the excavation or demolition area shall communicate with the person engaged in emergency excavation or demolition within 2 hours or by the date and time requested on the notice, whichever is longer, by marking the approximate (instead of appropriate) location of underground facilities. Adds an immediate effective date.

Allows the Department of Financial and Professional Regulation to grant the title "Retired" to eligible retirees to be used immediately adjacent to the title of Professional Engineer. Provides for the imposition of a civil penalty not to exceed $10,000 (instead of $5,000) for each violation of certain provisions of the Act. Makes other changes.
